The Board of Directors desires that
Assemblies shall have uniform by-laws. With
that end in view, this set of by-laws has been
carefully prepared for the gnidance and conve-
nience of Assemblies.

Rules and they are so arranged as to be readily
adapted to the need of any Assembly.

Before making any change, be sure that
the point is not already covered by these hy-
laws, the Fourth Degree laws, or the Order's
laws, and that it does not conflict with those
laws. Also make certain that any change is prac-
tical and feasible and that it does not obligate
the Assembly in a way that is inconsistent with
the Order’s laws.

D NOT REWRITE THESE BY-LAWS, MAKE
UNNECESSARY CHANGES IN THEM, OE REAR-
RANGE ANY MATTER.

Before yonur By-laws can be approved, they
must be read carefully. If you use this printed
copy and make your changes thereon, the
review will be a very simple matter. If you
rewrite the laws, they must be carefully
read causing much delay. Also, your by-
laws cannot be printed at New Haven if
you rewrite them. You can avoid all this by
inserting all changes on the printed copy.

Your members will appreciate receiving a
copy of your by-laws. If you desire, the names
of the officers or charter members can be
printed on pages 2 or 16 at an additional
charge. If additional copies are desired, they
will be printed at the following rate. (prices
f.o.b.
